Ted Johnson and Jason Yates got together 
and created the event that has come to be 
known as “Cruising the Square”,. 

Movies on the square (MOTS) was an 
offshoot of the HBA, MOTS was an idea that 
originally started with the Huntsville Area 
Chamber of Commerce (HACC). After the 
first season the event was not 
continued.  However, when residents kept 
asking for more movies . Ted Johnson, Derek 
Hughes, Joy Newman and Robin Bruce took 
over MOTS and continued the fine tradition 
of Movies On The Square. 

Movies On The Square in 2009 was a great 
success, except for two rain outs. The people 
of Madison county turned out in great 
numbers for the events, there were a few 
times that we had more than 250 people out 
for a fun filled family evening. Not just the 
parents and children, but our youth and 
seniors turned out and enjoyed themselves.  

In the fall of 2009 the main group that had 
made MOTS happen decided that we needed 
to make an official organization dedicated to 
social events in Huntsville, thus Huntsville 
C.A.R.E.S. was born.
